of Homocopathy and then study and approve the proposed curriculem in the Light
of these requirements, Accordingly. a summary of 1he Homaowopathic principals is
siniply narrated below. , without trying Lo justily the axioms -

and very strong stimuli to stop or destroy it

3. From the sbove sumunary, it will be realized that the practice of
Homoeopathy is concerned mostly with the administration -of remedies, and,
therctore, demand a goed deal of knowledge of effects of Drugs upon the Healthy
persons. An epilome of sciemific cxplanation to the assomptions, where
considered necessary in the above as well as in the forthcoming paras, has been /
will be given o show also the requirements, through partiaily, or pre and basic
medieal scrences in the course of study. Strictly ‘speaking, the Art of Healing
{ Homocopathy } is the principle of “Drug Therapeutics” depending upon
symptomatology to & greal extent. Strange, rare and peculiar symptoms earry more
weight. The mental characteristics of the patient is believed to point strongly to
the choice of remedy. Degrees and kinds of anger, pride and melancholy, etc.. all
are of importance to the Homoeopathists. The investigations of physical signs and
diagnosms by means of instruments is, no doubt, some times and under certain
circumsiances. required, but ot often and in so detail as in the other system of
medicing. On the basis of symptomatology different remedies may be indicated in
different patients, through suffering from one and (he same disease ( say
prieumnonia ), while the same drog may be a proper remedial agent for a pumber
of patients suffering from different diseases ( say Malaria, Dysentery, Typhoid,
Meningitis, etc.) That is o say, ihe treatment is based , irrespective of nature of
sickness and beyond the perception of any structural or functional derangement.
Consequently, Pathology, though having definite valus on various occasions, is
generally of Iess wotth for the prescriber’s purposes. For this factor, it has been
especially taken into consideration that the syllabus should not be cumbersotne,
and undue stress need notl be given to less important subjects and the important
omes not be ignored.

4 Now the principle of administering small doses is explained as briefly as
possible, to eclucidate lurther the essentizls of Homoeopathic Curriculum.
| lTomoegopathy claims to be the Art of Healing, obeying the Natural Laws of Cure
on the basis of the following natural phenomenon. It is an admitted fact that all the
tissues have reserves of energy. The power to deal with diseases lies finally with
‘one or more of these reserves, but some times, tissues reserves are used slowly
and jneffectively. Conceivably the drug sets free these reserves or modifies the
speed with which they can be used, and to do this | it is unnecessary to invoke
drugs in massive doses. In carlier years. when the gquantity required for the
purpose became the subjeet for experiment, the virtues of very small doses
attracted the attention of [lomoeopathists. It was found that by minimization in a
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dilutent like distilled water, alcohol or Milk Sugar, dynamic latent foree or energy
of the substance is set free and this gives rise to swifler and profounder results, .
which endure more permanently. This process of dilution or artenuation was,
therefore, named ‘potentisation’. For different qualities of drugs there are dilferent
methods of aticnuation which nesd not be deseribed here. The purpose of the
process is 10 obtain a series of preparations, hercin the actual quantity of drug -
becomes less and less and at a higher stage, 115 quite insignificant. [nspite thereof
the drug power is not lost and il cannot be washed out of a vessel. It is significant
that Homoeopathic Pharmacy causes, at a certain stage, the development of a
physical force which can thercafter be transmitted to sueceeding potencies,
retaining the same tissue relations. These observations are not readily acceptable
and within the reach of understanding theoretically, unless the value and sphere of
usetuiness of the principle is conceived from clinical expenence. The reason 1is
obvious : the conception of medical mind is that diseases are the outcome of the
functional or pathological deranpement in the organism duc to some sort of
infection, morbid matter. toxic condition or due to the deficiency of one or more
cumponents - minerals, vitamins or hormones.

I'o the physician having this conception of treatment, the usages of drugs
in potentized form ( minute doses } is of little importance. Because the Jogical and
inevitable consequence of this Allopathic theory is to deal with the diseases
directty and independently of the forces of the body ( reserves of energy} and this
requires drugs in considerable doses to act as © Sterilizers’ for infectious and
parasitic diseases, as the agents to destroy the invaders straightway should be in a
quantity sufficient enough. Also, the cure of deficiency diseases under this system
of medicine { allopathic) demands that the deficiency should be made good wilh
appropriate substance in surplus quantity.

The Homoeopathic dosc having been rcduced to an infimtc and
preposterous minuteness, cannot evidently be capable to destray the infection
dircetly and also to supply deficiency. A resume of the explanation in support of
the theory of treating diseases. buth infectious and deficiency omes, with
unmeasurable guantity of drug, as given by Homoeopathist, is that the drug heing
similar {in symiomatology - both, subjective and objective } makes the body n a
way simitar to the reaction to the disease, so thar the curative action of the drug
{ nol neocssatily in massive doses) is not direct upon the parasite but indirect,
excried by encouraging the normal mechanisms of resistance, and similarly, the
deficiencies are supplements from the reserves of energy; and since the
metabolism is improved. the reserve forces are regained later in the course of
time,
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The above 1s a short and concise account of the basic difierence between
the two schools of thought, as has heen narrated fo show that to the followers of
the Homoeopathic Law of Attenuation, the study and knowledge of parasitology
required 15 onty informatory and serves less useful and practical purpose, This
subject has, however, been included in the proposed syllabus for the sake of
comparative study, which should not be in so comprehensive detail. Another
reason for giving this subjcct -a space in the course of study is that
Homoeopathists, long before the vaccine therapy became general, had begun to
usc poteneics made from disease products, known as Nosodes. The potentized
nosodes of varieties of tuberculin, [Influenza, Coli germs. of Pnemococcus and of
many others are being prescribed frequently, when the discasc presents a parallel
symptom-complex, and not on pathelogical ground alone. In view of this facl. the
study of parasitology and bacteriology may be of some help, 3ut at the same time,
there should be a note of warning for the twachers of Tlomoeopathic Philosophy
* that side by side they should siress in detail the philosophical aspect of the law ol
cure, its relation to pathelogy and physiological action of the drugs. tmerits and
demerits of the diagnosis | the theory underlying the treatment of chronic diseases
and of paticnts with advances pathelogy. explaining the natural phenomenon,
goveming the various principals of Homogopathy, As a precautionary measure,
appropriate foot-notes are being given in the detailed syllabus, under preparation,
for the guidance of the teachers, so that the very purpose of practical usefulness
may not be defeated. It would have been better. had there been text books
specially written to suit the purpose of Homoeopathy. Since there is none for the
present. it is for the Council to walch that in the Homoeopathic Institutions, the
interest of Homoeopathy is fully secured. and ideal Homoeopaths are trained from
these instititions.

5 From the forcpoing explznation, it may be deducted that since
Homoeapathy is a system of therapentics and it treats diseases on the basis of
symplomatology ( particularly subjective), it altogether dispenses with the
necessity for diagnosis, and conseguently with the wirtues of the basic medical
Sciences - Anatomy | Physiology, Pathology | etc. [t seems, therefore, desirable to
put forward certain factors aspects of treatment other than those stated above and
to clarify the purpose of including the subjects in the proposed sytlabus.
